Course Description, Prerequisites, Corequisites:

Students will examine the ways in which the fields of psychology and law intersect. Topics may include
psychology and law enforcement, the role of psychological experts in court, eyewitness testimony,
victimology, and psychological assessment and treatment of various forensic populations (e.g., youth
offenders, violent and sexual offenders, criminal psychopaths). Through selected topic areas, students
explore the contribution of psychological theory, concepts, and principles to understanding human
behaviour that occurs in the legal context. Students focus on how psychological research and clinical
expertise inform current practice pertaining to both criminal and civil legal issues.

Prerequisites: A minimum C+ grade in both PSYC 1115 and PSYC 1215
Corequisites: None

Upon successful completion of this course, students will be able to:

o Describe the relationship between the fields of psychology and law;

e Compare and contrast the various roles of forensic psychologists;

e Describe psychology’s application to the context of police work, such as personnel selection,
police stress, and use of force

investigative techniques and interrogations, and confession evidence;

o Explain how forensic psychologists draw on psychological research and principles to inform
issues related to the courtroom, including eyewitness testimony, trial consultation, and jury
decision making;

e Explain various factors, using a biopsychosocial framework, that may bring people into contact
with the law;

e Critique the methods used in forensic psychological assessment such as those relating to mental
state, risk, deception, and malingering;
