Course Description, Prerequisites, Corequisites:

Communication skills (verbal and non-verbal) are foundational to respectful, effective social service
practice with older adults. Building on the concepts of Communication Skills I, this course introduces
advanced practical skills (e.g. conflict resolution, problem-solving, and goal setting) used in the helping
relationship. Students continue to apply the values, principles, and standards of conduct for social
workers provided by the Canadian Association of Social Workers Code of Ethics. A key component of the
course is student participation in role-plays, some of which are recorded and critiqued.

o Apply basic counselling skills based on a strengths-based approach that includes active listening,
empathy, attending and other skills to conduct a client-centred interview

e Facilitate structured and effective interviews that promote empowerment, positive action, and
client change (cognitive, behaviour, feeling)

¢ Identify the key elements of conflict resolution

e Complete a personal ecomap to demonstrate understanding of how such a tool will support
understanding the client’s most important relationships with people, groups and organizations;
and identify resources available in client communities
Select appropriate intervention methods for a variety of role-play situations
Analyze their interviews and those of their peers to recognize strengths and beneficial aspects for
improvement
