Course Description, Prerequisites, Corequisites:

Students examine security principles, regulations, and practices required of individuals working in the
security industry and criminal justice fields. Students complete the 40 hours of Basic Security Training
required of a licensed security guard under the Security Services Act. Students learn and practice how to
interact with the public in ways that promote trust, ensure their own safety and that of others, and follow
the law. In addition, students build awareness of working in diverse security environments and with
diverse individuals, using trauma-informed and relational practices.

Learning Outcomes:
Upon successful completion of this course, students will be able to...

e Explain ethics in the security profession and where ethics may be challenged.

o Differentiate the organizational structures, roles, and general principles governing public police
forces and private security, and their respective authority as it pertains to the protection of private
property.

e Describe the authority that exists in the Criminal Code applicable to persons acting under
authority in their application of force.

e Apply laws, acts and regulations (such as the Criminal Code, Charter sections 7 and 8, and the
Private Investigators and Security Agencies Act and Regulation) to the function of security
professionals and the policies of their employers.

e Record notes relevant to daily duties and to incidents; utilize those notes to create professional
and thorough reports.

o Apply practical risk analysis, advanced loss prevention strategies, and emergency procedures
(e.g., planning and use of alarm systems, fire prevention, bomb threat and emergency
evacuation).

e Interpret workplace safety and the Workers Compensation Regulations and Act as it applies to a
security worker’s workplace and their duties therein.

e Implement public relations, client relations, and communication strategies that foster effective
relationship-building across diverse security environments and with diverse individuals.

e Explain and apply the principles and skills used in trauma-informed security practices, including
recognizing signs of trauma, applying de-escalation techniques, and balancing security protocols
with empathy.
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e Explain the principles and applications of relational security, in settings requiring high levels of
trust and therapeutic interaction, including maintaining professional boundaries and performing
continuous assessments.

e Describe and implement the Workplace Hazardous Materials Information System (WHMIS)
protocols, emphasizing their critical role in maintaining workplace safety in security operations.
