experimental archaeology, and how this contributes to the archaeological record and study of material
objects.

2. Construct and implement a small archaeological research project to connect belongings and material
culture to the historical record.

4. Critigue how archaeological information has historically been produced and discuss the impacts this
has on interpreting culture.

5. Analyze several types of material culture and their relative preservation in the archaeological record.
6. Interpret the archaeological record to determine the material culture not represented.

7. Draw connections between the archaeological record and current cultural practice and knowledge.
8. Find and evaluate archaeological studies.

9. Apply the scientific method used by experimental archaeologists in designing a small archaeological
research project.

10. Develop a testable hypothesis and proposal that is designed with measurable outcomes.
