Course Description, Prerequisites, Corequisites:

The forensic anthropologists who can read the stories that human skeletons tell us are often called to
testify when human rights are violated. In this course, students examine how forensic anthropology is
used as a tool and its application following atrocity and other human rights concerns. Each week focuses
on a different aspect of forensic anthropology and how it has been used in various global case studies.
Students discuss and explore how forensic anthropology can be used to advocate for the living and dead,
how and when its ‘expertise’ is used, who decides the purpose of forensic investigations, and what ethical
practice looks like..

Upon successful completion of this course, students will be able to...

1. Explain the role and function of the forensic anthropologist in various human rights cases.

2. Analyze the tensions between values of humanitarian repair or "healing" and legal or judiciary goals of
accountability and "justice".

3. Explain the power dynamics and complicated relationship between the scientific ‘expertise’ of forensic
specialists and the knowledge and lived experience of local communities.

4. Discuss the application of a family centred or victim centred approach to identification and human
rights work.

5. Evaluate the limitations of the field of forensic anthropology and compare and contrast the differences
in the ways that people care for the dead.

6, Explain the impacts of the privileging of colonial knowledge systems historically in the repatriation of
Indigenous ancestors.

7. Contrast the effects of different colonial legal frameworks and ethical guidelines used in the repatriation
process.
